Burch, formerly affiliated with Ralph Lauren and Vera Wang, draws accolades world-wide for her designs that have been described by competitors as “retro cool with a modern twist”.  Burch’s fashions and accessories for women are aimed at a youthful 25-40 market, and boast easy-to-wear and affordable fashion.
Michael Kors – Known as a top designer of “chic, luxurious American sportswear”, Michael Kors is set to bring his popular line of women’s and men’s clothing and accessories to The Mall at Green Hills in a 1,800 square-foot retail location.  Michael Kors Boutiques, now numbering 60, are also located in New York City, Long Island, Beverly Hills, Palm Beach, Chicago, Milan, Munich, and Seoul.  


David Yurman – The addition of an new 1,800 square-foot store at The Mall at Green Hills brings to 19 the number of David Yurman boutiques across the United States, with four more in Europe and Asia. The privately held New York City-based luxury jewelry company was founded by American artist and designer David Yurman and is known world-wide for its signature Cable Bracelet as featured in leading fashion magazines such as Town and County and Vogue.

Anthropologie Shoes & Accessories Boutique – This new member of the burgeoning Urban Outfitters – Anthropologie – Free People family has chosen The Mall at Green Hills for one of its first all-accessories stores in the US. The new 3,000 square-foot boutique will carry shoes as well as handbags, scarves, belts, costume jewelry, fine jewelry, and estate and antique jewelry, including brooches and engagement rings.
“We are excited about the addition of these dynamic retailers to our existing lineup”, said Karen Land, leasing executive for Davis Street Land Company, which owns The Mall at Green Hills.  “With these four new world-class additions”, Land added,  “The Mall at Green Hills will have securely positioned itself as the premier shopping destination in the Mid-South – a status punctuated by the Fall 2011 opening of Tennessee’s first Nordstrom store at the Mall.”
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The new Tory Burch and Michael Kors boutiques will occupy the former Pottery Barn location on the mall upper level. David Yurman will open in the former LeQuire Gallery space on the mall upper level and Anthropologie Shoes & Accessories Boutique will open in the former Brookstone space on the mall lower level. 

Mall Manager Hank Woerner points to the natural cycle of mall leases as an added factor in their rapid progress in securing luxury tenants. “We’ve had a number of 10 and 12 year leases expiring in 2010 and 2011, which made prime locations immediately available to a number of  high-end retailers with long-time interest in The Mall at Green Hills”, said Woerner.  
Looking back to 2010, mall officials point to 13 new leases and 3 renewals signed at The Mall at Green Hills, securing a total of nearly 40,000 square feet.  “2011 looks to be a banner year for The Mall at Green Hills”, said Woerner.  “First-class shopping is here to stay for Nashvillians as well as for shoppers throughout the Southeast”.
