Banana Republic Opening Final Store Phase September 22

Based in Bregenz, Austria, Wolford offers high-end body and leg wear fashion designs for women and men, featuring an extensive selection of women’s hosiery, lingerie, nightwear, swimwear, and ready-to-wear. The new boutique will be located on the Upper Level between the new Banana Republic store and Pottery Barn within a footprint of 1,000 square feet.
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These retailers join Burberry, Juicy Couture, and Fossil as the latest additions to The Mall at Green Hills’ exclusive collection of lifestyle and luxury retailers. In May 2008, Georgiou Studio opened its first Tennessee location at The Mall. In April, The Mall at Green Hills and Nordstrom Department Store announced that the upscale department store will open its first Tennessee location, a 149,000 square-foot store, at The Mall in fall 2010.

Apparel retailers Lacoste and New York and Co. opened stores in March 2008, with GNC and Brooks Brothers opening new mall locations in February and March 2008, respectively.
